The club 
moved to its current location at 900 10th Street, in April 1986. The City of Gretna leases the building to BGSELA at 
no cost. 
 
The Westbank Unit is open to kids ages 6-18 during those vulnerable after school hours from 2:30pm - 7pm, 
Monday thru Friday. We are also open from 9am - 6pm during the summer and on other school vacation days. We 
provide homework assistance, recreational activities including basketball, flag football, cheerleading, ping-pong, 
pool and video games, plus activities in the arts, such as photography, dancing, drama, and arts & crafts. And, on 
top of all the fun stuff, we expect all of our club members to participate in at least one of our Character and 
Leadership groups, Health & Life Skills courses, or Education and Career Development trainings per week. This 
programming is based on a youth development strategy that instills a sense of competence , usefulness, belonging 
and influence in ways that enhance the self-esteem and self-worth of our club members. 
 
We do all of this for only $5.00 per year. Yes, you read that correctly, only $5.00 per year. We keep the fees low 
so that cost is never a factor in whether or not a child attends our programs. Your sponsorship and/or participation 
in the 2nd Annual Walgreens Golf Tournament helps us ensure that we are able to continue to provide these vital 
services to our club members.
